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85° CONGRESSO DELLA SOCIETA” GEOLOGICA ITALIANA

Dopo 38 anni, il Congresso della Societa Geologica Italiana si tiene nuovamente a Pisa. Il 66° congresso si
tenne infatti a Pisa nel 1972, ed ebbe come tema la geologia dell’Appennino Settentrionale culminando con
una escursione sulle sequenze ofiolitiche della Liguria, che costituisce una delle pietre miliari nella storia delle
ricerche geologiche italiane.

Rispetto al congresso del 1972, quello odierno vede la comunita geologica cresciuta non solo dal punto di
vista dei numeri ma anche dal punto di vista culturale. Inoltre, la comunita geologica non si compone come
nel passato quasi esclusivamente di docenti universitari, ma comprende nuove figure che vanno dai liberi
professionisti fino ai dipendenti degli enti regionali e di ricerca.

E proprio in base a questa considerazione che il congresso del 2010, che sara I'85° della storia della Societa
Geologica Italiana, ha I'ambizione di rappresentare un forum di discussione e di confronto tra tutte le
componenti della comunita geologica.

Il tema principale del congresso sara I’Appennino nel contesto geologico del Mediterraneo. L'Appennino si
presta infatti all'elaborazione di modelli geologici completi esportabili in altre aree del mondo, sia per I'ampia
casistica dei processi geodinamici rappresentati, sia per la mole di dati di sottosuolo derivati dall'esplorazione
per idrocarburi e per risorse geotermiche che permette una stretta integrazione tra strutture superficiali e
strutture profonde. Inoltre, il moderno fabbisogno delle aree antropiche e la presenza di grandi patrimoni
storico-artistici collocano I'area appenninica al centro di grandi sfide sui temi del reperimento di risorse
idriche ed energetiche e delle materie prime, nonché sul terreno della difesa dai rischi naturali e della difesa
dell'ambiente. La risposta a tali sfide vede in primo piano la necessita di solide conoscenze geologiche sulla
struttura superficiale e profonda della catena e consegna nelle mani dei geologi la responsabilita di
interpretare il proprio ruolo valorizzando le sinergie interdisciplinari, ponendosi come interlocutori qualificati
del mondo industriale e politico-amministrativo.

Il congresso € stato quindi pensato ed organizzato in questa ottica. Il congresso & quindi articolato in 5
sessioni plenarie, in cui sono affrontati temi comuni di grande rilevanza, e in 24 sessioni tematiche che
riguardano invece temi pil specifici, che trattano molti degli aspetti pil attuali delle ricerche in campo
geologico, anche di tipo applicativo. Il congresso comprende anche escursioni, workshops tematici e corsi
brevi, che si svolgeranno anche nei giorni precedenti e successivi il congresso e ne completeranno I'offerta.
Il congresso € stato organizzato dal Dipartimento di Scienze della Terra dell’'Universita degli Studi di Pisa, con
la grande partecipazione e il corale impegno di tecnici, ricercatori e docenti.

La nostra speranza € quella che il congresso sia un‘occasione di incontro e di crescita per tutti i partecipanti,
ed offra anche la possibilita di portare in primo piano le scienze della terra come componente fondamentale
e irrinunciabile della realta socio-economica italiana.
